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 “Global Urban (Brazil) Competitiveness Report” 

Press Release
Led by Professor Pengfei Ni ( Chinese Academy of Social Sciences) with Professor  Peter Karl Kresl (Bucknell University, USA), economic experts and scholars from many countries and regions, as well as the members of the Global Urban Competitiveness Project group completed the “2009-2010 Global Urban Competitiveness Report” (hereinafter referred to as Report) and the Report will be released on June 22, 25th, 2010 in Seoul and Nanjing.
In the sample of 500 cities worldwide, 15 Brazilian cities are selected in this Report. From the perspective of competitive output, input and process, we compare the three aspects of value system, elemental environment and industry chain system and release the “Global Urban (Brazil) Competitiveness Report” （the global rankings are signed in the bracket）.
1. Comprehensive competitiveness: Sao Paulo ranks in the first place, Brazilian cities rank at the bottom in the world. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo (147), Rio de Janeiro (227) and Sao Bernardo do Campo (306). Brazilian cities rank at the bottom in the world, from 300 to 400. From the region view of point, most competitive cities locate in southeast coastally. Port cities and economic centers rank first.
Economic scale: Sao Paulo and Rio de Janeiro have superior performance, most cities increased. The top three cities are:  Sao Paulo(31), Rio de Janeiro(88), Brazilia(155).
Development level: Betim ranks in the top one, most cities performance not good. The top three cities are: Betim(203),Sao Jose dos Campos(235),Duque de Caxias(241).The population of all the above three cities are over one million.
Economic aggregation: Sao Paulo takes the lead, Brazilian cities are not well-performed. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo (204), Belo Horizonte (236), and Recife (246).
Economic growth: North Brazil jumps to first place, most cities rank in the middle. The top three cities are: Manaus(17),Sao Bernardo do Campo(62) and Duque de Caxias(64).. Among the 500 sample cities worldwide, Brazilian cities rank just in the middle, and Manaus is superior to Sao Paulo by 198. North and central cities are better than cities in Southeast Brazil.
 Patent Application: Brazil presents not good, overall rankings decreased.The top three cities are: Campinas(303),Porto Alegre(325),Sao Jose dos Campos(330).
International influence: Sao Paulo still ranks first. And the rest of cities have low influence power. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo(18),Rio de Janeiro(54),Salvador(146).
2. Competitive growth: Comparing with the 2007-2008 annual data, the Comprehensive competitiveness of most cities in Brazil decreased. Sao Bernardo do Campo, Duque de Caxias and Porto Alegre increased by 26, 21 and 21 respectively.
3. Elemental environmental competitiveness: Sao Paulo shows obvious advantage, Brazilian cities show large differentiation. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo（24），Rio de Janeiro（120），Brazilia（227）. Only Sao Paulo jumps into top 100 in the world, the rest of cities rank out of top 200. Southeast Brazilian cities rank first. Factor environmental competitiveness is positive related to the population.
Enterprise quality: financial centers lead first, large cities are well performed. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo（10），Rio de Janeiro（60），Brazilia（81）.
Local element: overall rankings is in the downstream, the difference of rankings are small. The top three cities are: Rio de Janeiro(412),Brazilia(415) and Campinas(418).
Local demand: overall rankings are in the middle, integrated centers lead the trend. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo(103),Rio de Janeiro(157),Curitiba(229).
Local connection: Sao Paulo is on the top, overall rankings performance are not good. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo(245) ,Curitiba(288), Brazilia(308).
Public institution: the public institution of Brazailian does not show good performance. It is in the 235 place in worldwide.
Global connection: multiple-functional centers comes first, the overall rankings are not performing well. The top three cities are: Sao Paulo(16), Rio de Janeiro(79), Brazilia(126). 
4. Industry chain competitiveness: Sao Paulo in the dominant, the overall distribution is balanced. The top three cities are: St. Paul (10), Rio De Janeiro (70) and Brasilia (143). Of which two are former and current capital, Sao Paulo is Brazil’s largest city, so they have strong dominance in overall industry chain. 
5. Future potential: Comparison of comprehensive competitiveness and factor environmental competitiveness. In the 2009-2010, there are in total 15 of Brazil cities are selected in sample of 500 cities worldwide. By comparing the comprehensive competitiveness and factor environmental competitiveness, it is easily to find that the cities which show huge potential are: Sao Paulo, Rio de Janeiro and Sao Bernardo do Campo. They input high element but with low output, which shows that these cities will have good potential in the future.

This “2009-2010 Global Urban Competitiveness Report” will be published by the Edward Elgar Publishing Limited. It is the third Biennial report written by the Global Urban Competitiveness Project group. The Report is composed of general report, regional report, function city report, best city case report and city statistics report. The rich content and detailed data also provide important significance and reference value for government, especially for the city government departments, enterprises at home and abroad, research institutions, as well as the social public. 
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
